BREAD So @ Goeetniyg Bsdy Nedting
and the Annual General Body Meeting were
held on June 26, 2010 in the office of the
Society. The Meetings were well attended by
over 25 Members, Patrons, Advisers and
Coordinators from all parts of the State, all of
them meeting their board and lodge expenses.

Apart from adopting the Annual Audited
Accounts of the Society and approving the
Annual Plan of Action for the year 2010-11, the
General Body Meeting has elected a new
Governing Body for the two years of 2010-12.

Dr. P M Bhargava has relinquished the post of
President after leading the Society for 8 years
with distinction. Under his stewardship, BREAD
Society has grown by leaps and bounds. He
was instrumental in introducing uniform
eligibility criteria for selecting meritorious
students in an objective and unbiased manner
and in strictly adhering to them.

The Society has started receiving donations
from within the country due to its unbiased
selection of scholars. Donations increased
gradually from Rs. 5 lakh in 2003-04 to Rs.11
lakh in 2004-05 to Rs.19 lakh in 2005-06 to
Rs.31 lakh in 2006-07 peaking to Rs.165 lakh in
2007-08.

The Society was awarding scholarships to
about a hundred meritorious students with
funding exclusively from NRI organizations in
2002. By 2007-08 the figure rose to about two
thousand scholarships in Andhra Pradesh
underDr . B h abte guaane.” s

PROGRAMS IN 2010-11

Following programmes have been identified to
be pursued in 2010-11:
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51 Libraries have been established in 2009-10
and it was decided to establish 50 more
Libraries and to ascertain the functioning of

the Libraries established last year.
STUDY CENTRES:

The existing Rural Centres to be continued and
to examine, with due diligence, proposals to
establish new Study Centres in rural areas.

CEEP COACHING:

The results of the CEEP coaching last were
reviewed and found to be encouraging.
Therefore it was decided to continue with CEEP
Centres and encourage students to focus on
Polytechnic. Further, it was decided to
integrate the existing Study Centres with CEEP
Centres.

SKILL TRAINING:

The Society is considering to identify the
Institutes imparting aptitude based skill
training in trades like plumbing, carpentry,
electrical, masonry etc. and to consider bearing
the cost of training in deserving cases to those
with aptitude but lacking in basic educational
qualifications.

BREAD SCHOLARSHIPS:

Scholarship programs of 2009-10 will be
continued for EBC scholars in the current year
with the following changes.

INTERMEDIATE COURSE:

Boys with 85% and girls with 80% marks in SSC
and 70% marks (for all) in Intermediate first
year will be awarded full scholarship amount of
Rs.4000 for both the years together.

COACHING ASSISTANCE:

Coaching Assistance will be reimbursed to the
existing BREAD Scholars and their non EBC
colleagues who pursue higher education
irrespective  of  their  caste/community.
Applications for Registering for Coaching
Assistance will be accepted only at the end of
2" year for Polytechnic/B.A./B.Sc./B.Com. or
at the end of 3™ year for B.Tech course.

BREAD Society will fulfill its commitments
already made till 2009-10. However, policy for
extending Coaching Assistance to fresh
students of Polytechnic and Undergraduate
courses will be announced in 2012 based on
the review of the Coaching program over the
next two years.

TREE PLANTATION:

High Schools where c hi | dr e n ’hsve
been established will be provided with 20
seedlings each with tree guards and will be
nurtured by the students under the supervision
of the Librarians.

Senior BREAD scholars will be provided a
transplanted tree seedling together with tree
guard to protect it from being damaged by
animals in the college or hostel premises by the
District or local coordinator. Scholars will
nurture the plants. BREAD Society will bear the
expenses for this program through its savings
from interest earnings and with donations
specifically meant for this program.
